Here are the four large traditional organizational sections of THE NEW TESTAMENT.

This is the place in THE BIBLE…BASICALLY where “The New Testament Comes Together.”

First, THE GOSPELS...laying out the basic facts and theology of the New Testament era.  In parenthesis: you’ll see that there are FOUR books involved here.

////
Second, THE ACTS OF THE APOSTLES...this is church history at its very foundation stones...how the Gospel was spread through much of the Ancient Near East and its introduction into Europe and Asia.  Note that only ONE book comprises the Acts of the Apostles.

////
Third, THE EPISTLES...as we said…these are letters, sometimes simple person-to-person writings, and sometimes grand and complex explanations and expositions of the new Christian theology. They address an enormous array of NEW TESTAMENT issues...circumstances that no man had ever faced before, simply because the Church was a totally new organization...an organism, really...newly introduced into the life of the planet.   Paul the Apostle calls it, formerly, a mystery.  The number of Epistles: TWENTY-ONE different letters to various audiences on a variety of theological and personal subjects.

////
And fourth, THE REVELATION...that intriguing glance into Eternity Future where all of earth's history approaches its climax,  revealing the Father's Plan for man's final redemption, first played out and begun through old Abraham, extending through the ministry of the Messiah in ancient Israel, and reaching its culmination with His return in the problematic End Times.  This is pure prophecy.

Number of books, only ONE; remarkable when we compare it with almost two dozen books of prophecy in the Old Testament.

All of these books were written somewhere across the A.D. 40s to the 90s.

The first section of the New Testament: THE GOSPELS...THE FACTS AND THE THEOLOGY, clearly set out in four books, all of which form the framework for all the rest of the New Testament – and the future of the Church and of all Christianity for all time…for that matter!

Here they are, in four books: MATTHEW, MARK, LUKE and JOHN.  These are THE GOSPELS, the Good News of the Ministry of the Lord Jesus Christ. 

////
Notice that the first three Gospels –– MATTHEW, MARK, AND LUKE –– each have an asterisk by their names.  

////
These books are gathered into a special sub-group we call SYNOPTIC...a word meaning “to see together”...in that the text of these books view the ministry of Jesus Christ from a special perspective that differs from that of the Gospel of John.  Let's talk about that.

Now comes an idea endorsed by Biblical scholars around the world…having to do with the audiences TO WHICH each Gospel was written. 

For instance…

MATTHEW penned his work specifically toward his brothers and sisters in the Jewish audience.  He makes repeated references to a regnant Jesus, seeing him as the Messiah and the King of the Chosen People.

////
For MARK, his work is widely regarded as directed toward the Romans, then occupying his native land and into the farther parts of the ancient world.  MARK is brief, to the point.  And, in fact, repeatedly he uses such term as "straightway" in early translations…all in a get-the-job-done mentality, which characterized the Roman way of thinking and doing things.

////
While LUKE, the physician, is the highly intellectual Greek who accompanied Paul on his tours. For LUKE, his Gospel audience was the Greeks, and in other words, to the Gentile world in general.

Also as the author of The Acts, Luke set down for all time a detailed account of the development of the early church and its wide-spread missionary ministries, to which he was a witness.

////
Finally, we come to the gospel of JOHN, whose audience differs markedly from the first three.  MATTHEW was written to unbelieving Jews to teach them that Christ is Messiah—but also to BELIEVING Jews to explain how Christ has authority over the church in the kingdom.  MARK also addresses Christians, but in Rome—to encourage them to true discipleship like their Suffering Servant, Jesus.  LUKE is also written to confirm that faith of a BELIEVER, Theophilus.

However, in contrast to the other gospels, JOHN is clearly written to UNBELIEVERS.  He says about the miracles of Christ near the end, in John 20:31, “These are written that you may believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God, and that by believing you may have life in His name.”  The many signs or miracles in John’s gospel show Christ is God for a non-Christian audience to trust in Him for salvation and eternal life.

So there are four individual audiences to which the Gospels were specifically directed at the time of their writing.  That one insight, alone, gives a new way to categorize and individualize the Gospel writings!

Another question: How does each Gospel portray The Lord as a Man and as Emanuel, “God With Us?”

For MATTHEW...Christ is seen as King of the Jews.  Repeatedly Matthew describes how Jesus is the fulfillment of Old Testament Scripture. Matthew makes wide use of Jewish terminology of royalty.

////
For MARK...He is seen as the Servant of all...some say the Suffering Servant, and traditionally associated with an audience in Rome and among the widespread Roman world.

////
LUKE sees Christ as the God-Man -- truly God and truly Man.  Not that the others would infer otherwise, necessarily.  But Luke manifests that idea clearly, at the front of his work and as a continuing subtext of his writings.

////
Finally, John’s Gospel.  Clearly and above all else...JOHN portrays Christ as God Himself.  JOHN uses his pen to communicate the mystery and the power of the Messiah.  Why?  Because John experienced a particular closeness to the Master, one that was apparently unique among the disciples.  Remember too that this was this same JOHN who was destined to see and write down the great End-Times vision we know as The Revelation.

Here is a last set of interesting ideas, with thanks to some anonymous believer who developed them years ago.

Call it “the message in a nutshell.”  Question: what is the one single word that might characterize the message of each Gospel?

For MATTHEW...that book tells us what Jesus Christ SAID.

MARK tells us what He DID.

////
LUKE shows us clearly what the Messiah FELT.

And JOHN, with enormous clarity, tells us what Christ MEANT!

What he SAID...what He DID...what He FELT...and what He MEANT!

These single-word ideas help us to tightly focus on the remarkable differences that exist among the Gospel writings.  For many Bible readers, such distinctives are unfamiliar territory.

…’TO SEE TOGETHER”…add these words to that triangle shape on your study help.

It is a term from Greek roots that means seeing a group of things together...from the same general perspective.  One word that, again, helps organize and categorize the enormous factual base that makes up our Bible.

Follow the arrows as they link together the gospels of MATTHEW, MARK and LUKE.  Again…you’ll notice that JOHN is not among them.  Those three are the so-called SYNOPTIC Gospels...THEY ARE SEEN TOGETHER...in that these works take on that ground-level view of the human history of Jesus Christ just as he walked about Palestine in the days of his ministry.   The Man…and his Mission among his People.

////
On the other hand…the Gospel of John –– seen here with the familiar mathematical SUMMA sign –– represents the summation of all that Jesus Christ MEANT –– the sum of all that he preached and demonstrated –– both publicly and privately.

Seeing the Lord clearly as God Himself, John raises our spiritual horizon in ways that the first three gospels do not.

So, in summation, then…as John wrote to UNBELIEVERS, envisioning Christ as God Himself…what, in brief statements, did the Lord mean in what he preached, as John reports it in his Gospel?

SIX GREAT TRUTHS of Jesus Christ.  John lists them.

Verse One reads: “In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.”

Verse 2: He is Eternally co-existent in that…

Now…what about the dates of the writing of these crucial documents?  And here we are left to our best scholarly guesses.  There will ALWAYS be argument here.  But some of the best guesses, based on decades of academic research and study are these – in suggested order…

LUKE is suggested as next, between the years A.D. 57 and 59 A.D…

Mark…in the next decade…between 64 and 68…

and finally…John’s Gospel…around A.D. 69….but certainly after the synoptics were set down.  Again, you will always find disagreement on these dates.  However, these dates are from the research of well-known Christian scholars and teachers.

Now…to complete the portraits given to us by 

MATTHEW…MARK…LUKE…and JOHN.

For this, we need to get out into space and look at this unfortunate planet.  Man has made a mess of it, you will probably agree.  This view of earth helps us more clearly understand the final view of Christ given to us in the New Testament.  

////
Now travel to the last book of the New Testament…The Revelation of Jesus Christ to John the Apostle.  There, we see Jesus Christ in His risen, ascended glory, as he will appear when He returns at the end of History to reclaim all that is His.  

////
In his first chapter of The Revelation, John writes this:

I turned around to see the voice that was speaking to me.  And when I turned I saw seven golden lamp stands…

////
and among the lamp stands was someone “like a son of man,” dressed in a robe reaching down to his feet and with a golden sash around his chest.  

////
His head and hair were white like wool, as white as snow, and his eyes were like blazing fire.  

////
His feet were like bronze glowing in a furnace, and his voice was like the sound of rushing waters.  

////
In his right hand he held seven starts, and out of his mouth came a sharp double-edged sword.  His face was like the sun shining in all its brilliance.  

////
When I saw him, I fell at his feet as though dead.  Then he placed his right hand on me and said: “Do not be afraid.  I am the First and the Last.  

////
I am the Living one; I was dead, and behold I am alive forever and ever!  And I hold the keys the death and Hades.

With this FINISHED PORTRAIT OF THE LORD JESUS CHRIST!  We now have a more secure handle on the four Gospels as the beginning documentation of the New Testament -- out of which every succeeding New Testament idea and historical event unfolds.  

…And we can see once again the enormous importance of the 
Abrahamic Covenant promises…especially Genesis 12:3.  Remember that ancient promise to Abraham.

God promised the Hebrew patriarch that “I will bless those who bless you, and whoever curses you I will curse…AND ALL PEOPLES ON EARTH WILL BE BLESSED THROUGH YOU.”  That blessing was realized in the Messiah’s glorious advent into the earth.  Now let's go along farther.

And Dr. Luke…the Author Himself, and a cast of other 

characters moving in and out of the story…a work almost certainly written during the late A.D. 50s, all First Century events.  Scholars tell us that, given the enormous store of detail and coincident events checked by secular sources, the book of Acts has that ring of absolute truth. Events that really happened.  Characters who really lived.  To read of their lives and their progress in Christian growth –– especially in missions –– is to deliver to us lessons of incredible spiritual value and encouragement….not to mention operational strategies!

And the Program continues as the Church begins to spread.  Study Help #23 lists an index to those glorious adventures in The Acts of the Apostles.  Its 28 dramatic chapters clearly divide its progress…

Chapters 1 through 7, set in Jerusalem, begin with Jesus’ further Commission to spread the Gospel through witnessing to his ministry “in Jerusalem, and in all Judea, and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth.”

////
Chapters 8 through 12 expand the cast to include Philip, Paul and Peter.  Persecution occurs and the church begins to move out into the surrounding regions and provinces…Palestine and Syria!

////
AND INTO THE WORLD!  The remainder of the book –– Chapters 13 through 28 –– establishes THE MISSIONARY AGENDA of the early church.  Paul is the central character as he expands the Gospel throughout the Mediterranean Basin.  He is required to make studied responses to many of the leaders and thinkers of his day, ending in his final voyage to Rome where his courageous ministry ends.

////
Through its 28 chapters…THE ACTS presents an ageless drama in three episodes.  The church is born in these pages…and here YOU AND I ARE LEFT TO CONTINUE THE WORK! 

////
So the question remains: WHAT ARE WE DOING ABOUT IT?   And the story moves on…

For that new organism, the Church, enormous unexpected and troubling issues emerged among the widespread congregations –– between the people themselves and also concerning their worship of the Lord.  For those reasons, in the absence of printing, it was necessary to circulate instructive letters from the church leaders.  They were known then and now as THE EPISTLES.

One way to frame these problems and to appreciate the daunting challenge of the task of missions –– then and now –– is to appreciate and to straighten out Paul’s wide travels!  For most people…Paul’s trips have always been – to say the least – geographically confusing!

You know that map in the back of your Bible…the one with all the dotted lines…the dashed lines…straight lines…lines with little circles…lines of different colors…and often all of them PRINTED ON TOP OF EACH OTHER!

Understand this!  Paul was a real world traveler!  And he was all over the Mediterranean Basin…from Palestine in the Ancient Near East to the Boot of Italy…perhaps even as far as Spain.

…right here…in these dramatic pages of The Acts…we find the absolute beginnings of world missions!

How can we appreciate those difficulties…REALLY understand the work and the personal challenges faced by those early missionaries? Here’s one way.

A look at the itinerary itself!  There were four main trips throughout the Mediterranean Basin…in both Europe and Asia.

…with one side trip to Jerusalem…that one was a quick trip…but it changed the Church forever and confirmed its theological foundations from that moment on!

Now look at the list of the cities, towns and regions that were Paul’s destinations.  He and his traveling parties had to adjust to life in all these places…and the distances between them.  What should they say about the Gospel at each location?  How would they be received?  HOW DO YOU DO THIS MISSIONS TASK IN THE FIRST PLACE?  These and all the other sites and distances between them offered challenges of unimaginable difficulty in those ancient days of the Roman world.

City after city…region after region!

////
Notice how often the city of Syrian Antioch appears on Paul’s itinerary time after time.  It was located about 500 miles north of Jerusalem.  That geographical fact shows that much of Paul’s living and planning took place far away from Jerusalem, the home of the mother church of the new faith.  

////
Now, a few thoughts about these travel routes and the purposes of each trip can give us great insight into Paul’s mission, enormous physical effort and the world-shaking results of his work.

Each trip was unique in purpose and accomplishment.

The first trip out…let’s call it THE LABORATORY…

…then THE EUROPEAN THRUST…

…followed by AN ASIAN THRUST…finally…

On the first trip…that was THE LABORATORY…a short tour, compared to the later ones, going into present-day central Turkey, turning around and then returning fairly quickly.  Paul and his companions were learning what to do –– what best NOT to do –– on the mission field!

And then the great Jerusalem Council…more on that shortly.

Then the EUROPEAN THRUST…where Paul’s main activities centered on philosophical Athens and the rough seaside city of Corinth.

////
In his ASIAN THRUST … Paul lived for a very long time in the city of Ephesus…then following these decades of inventing “mission”…

////
…his final trip as a prisoner to Rome…TO ROME AND GAIN…and from there to eventually join His Lord after a life well lived  in pursuit of the Gospel and the Great Commission…laying down the pattern of courageous Christian behavior for us all!

Here’s a Cyprian beach typical of those Paul and his party would have moved across.

On your map trace out his route similar to A HOOK SHAPE that moves from SYRIAN ANTIOCH through the island of Cyprus and on into central Turkey.

Significance of this trip:  IT WAS A LEARNING LABORATORY!  No one had done this before.  Along the way they were worshipped as GODS…because the people had never seen anything like this…these strangers were going about working miracles.  But in spite of those good works, Paul was STONED and almost died.  The party must have quickly recognized that mission would become a very difficult work indeed.  But along the way many new churches were planted.  What kept them going?  Faith in all they had seen and experienced in the development of their own Christian spirit and intellect.  Their travel route began at Syrian Antioch – follow your hook – into today’s central Turkey…

…then they turned around and returned to Syrian Antioch by the same route, there to report the results of their journey to the church.

LENGTH OF THIS TRIP: PROBABLY ABOUT TWO YEARS

IN THE LAST HALF OF THE A.D. 40s.

Paul apparently had little time to rest up.  

////
In about A.D. 49 he made that special SHORT trip between the BIG TRIPS #1 and #2…for the famous JERUSALEM COUNCIL.

This was a 500-mile journey from Syrian Antioch, south to the city of the mother church…to Jerusalem.  

////
The issue here –– told to us in Acts 15 –– was the simple question: 

“Must a Gentile become a Jew, and accept his laws and ceremonies, before he can become a Christian?” It must have been a heated argument!

////
Finally the issue was permanently settled: one becomes a Christian through GRACE…not LAW.  However, if following the law makes one comfortable, fine.  Accepting Christ as Lord and Savior is a matter of belief and relinquishment –– that is the only requirement!   GRACE AND GRACE ONLY!

////
Then Paul and his party returned north to Syrian Antioch.  Our BASIC BELIEFS of today date firmly from that Jerusalem meeting of Acts 15.  Later reformers of the church also anchored their Christian tenets right there – dating from the Jerusalem Council.

Paul then began to prepare for extended missionary trips.  

////
Trip #2…THE EUROPEAN THRUST…is recalled in detail in Acts 15 through 18. 

////
This second journey began overland from Syrian Antioch…all the way into Greece…then returning by sea to make his report to the church in Jerusalem…then back home to Syrian Antioch.

////
There were church plantings along the way… They met in synagogues every Sabbath…speaking either Greek –– thanks to Alexander the Great –– or Hebrew or Latin.  Paul spoke all those languages. This is the time of that famous call to “come over to MACEDONIA and help us.”  And then he took up a lengthy residence in the wild, seaside town of CORINTH, only a short  journey from Athens.

////
On this trip he debated with the Athenian philosophers on Mars Hill, recognizing their statue to “the unknown God.”  He built a sermon around that! 

////
LENGTH OF THIS TRIP: ESTIMATED AT ABOUT FOUR YEARS BETWEEN A.D. 50 AND 52.

Then came Paul’s ASIAN THRUST…recorded in Acts 18-21.

////
Again, this trip began overland from Syrian Antioch…revisited many of the earlier churches…made a horseshoe-shaped route around the Aegean, back down into Greece, retraced that route back around the horseshoe, remaining at Ephesus, then returning by sea to Syrian Antioch.

////
Paul spent a very long time living and ministering to the church the EPHESUS.  Luke reports that Paul raised a young man from the dead in Troas.  Many important letters –– our Epistles –– were written from Ephesus.  

////
One of the most dramatic events recorded for us took place at the Ephesian AMPHITHEATRE where he confronted the souvenir makers of the city…those who manufactured small idols of the Goddess Diana, whose temple in Ephesus was one of the seven wonders of the ancient world.

LENGTH OF THIS TRIP: ALMOST FIVE YEARS BETWEEN A.D. 53 AND 57.

On this journey, he left an Roman prison in Casearea –– on Israel’s coast –– boarding a Roman grain ship, then by sea to Italy with frequent stops along the way, landing at a small town near today’s Naples, finally traveling on foot with friends to his imprisonment in Rome.

As a prisoner of ROME he was sent there for trial.  But even in Rome, while in rented quarters (Acts 20:28-29), his passionate missionary spirit brought the Gospel into that house and from there into the very household of CAESAR.  In prison he wrote four important letters.  Some scholars believe he made an additional trip to Spain, but that is not certain.  Six years later from Rome during his second imprisonment he gave the anthem for the well-lived life: “I have fought the good fight, I have kept the faith!”
