	Intro:

1. Arouse interest 
	 If someone asks you “why should you praise God”? What will be your answer? Now I would like to invite you to respond the same word after me. (v.1) “Hallelu Yah” is a Hebrew language, in English means “Praise the Lord” that’s means you and I speaking to God with enthusiasm before others for His mighty work in your life.

	2. Raise Need
	Friends, when you are in times of trouble or struggling with certain issues, God intervened on behalf of you and brought you out safely. God show His greatness by protecting (you, your family) and taking cares all your necessities. Thus for that reason you should praise God

	3. Subject Restatement
	Today’s we will see 2 reasons why should you praise God and how do you respond to God graciousness?

	4. Bkgrd
	Psalm 111 is a song of “Praise the Lord” in Hebrew means “Hallelu Yah”. Psalmist praising God is because He had visited and redeemed his people. For centuries they had been held in captivity, chained, trapped and helpless; and what they could not do for themselves God did for them. He came to their rescue, released them from the slavery and by miraculous means delivered them to freedom. Therefore Psalmist whole heartedly praises God.

	Today’s passage will reveal two reasons why should you praise God. 

	T, MPI

SP “A”
	In Psalm 111:1-3, the Psalmist tells us that we need to Praise God. Why do we need to do that? Because our God is great and able to do a great things in our life. I invite you to look verse 2-3 from this text

	111:2-3
	“Great are the work of Lord and Glorious and majestic are his deeds?”

	Explain “Great are the work”
	The Psalmist praise God for what have been called the mighty works of God. They looked out on the marvelous world, they looked into their lives, their looked back over history and they saw many wonderful things which to them no explanation. Their God who had done great things, and for these they gave Him praise. We worshipping the same God is unchanging God, are you able to see His greatness in your life too. If so isn’t it worthy to praise Him

	ILL (unanswered question)
	However, sometimes we may not praise God for a reason. We find that giving praise to God was hard, is probably because there is question that bothers a lot of us is about God. We want to know what god has done for me lately and what is anything, He is doing for me right now. Once we saw the instance result that glorify our heart, then we tend to leans more towards Him and gave due praise.

	T, SP “B”
	Here in verse 2, the Psalmist tells us about why should praise God? Because He shows His greatness as creator of heaven and earth. Notice how the Psalmist says it:

	111:3
	“Everything that God’s does makes people understand that He is King and always be righteous. 

	APP (ILL program)
	Why should you praise God? Because He is our creator and living God. Who else able to bring great changes in your life. He is your creator know you better than others in your life? He knows every detail of you, and he knows your weakness. I was a Christian but live a life in any means. There is no one out there able to bring a great changes in my life, my family trying their outmost possible to bring changes in me, but they face impasse solution. I was so well progressing in developing bad habit that result my spiritual life degenerate to the worst situation. People surrounding me knows that I unable to produce a bright future. Thus to fix the error in my life, God intervention are required. God’s shows His greatness in my life by brings a total transformation into my life.

	From the previous verses we learn about God greatness, The next verses will give us second reasons why should you praise God.

	God show His greatness because He is the only true protector and provider. Only our God is the true living God who can protect and provides for our needs.

SP “A”
	We read from the Bible how Great are the works of the Lord… and Glorious and majestic are his deeds! Let’s read from verse 4-9…

	111:4-9
	“…the Lord is gracious and compassionate… He provides food…and lands for his people…

	Explain “graciousness and provides food”
	The Psalmist calls us to praise God for his mighty work in Providence. Having created this world and having people it with a race of men who have human needs and problem. God did not then withdraw to a distant heaven and leave his creation to run itself. God accepts responsibility for his creation. He watches over his creatures, takes care of them, involved himself in their life and provides for their physical and spiritual needs. 

	APP
	In today’s living situation, especially in Singapore context, many of us will not value God providence in our life, is because in Singapore the Government providing all the necessities that required by a person, there is no shortage of food infact various type of food around the world are available back here. We are living at the most conducive and luxury environment which slowly eroded the needs to praise God. On top of that the Government provides us with a secured security, therefore for many of us don’t see God protection was important as the government protection. Friend’s we have our daily life problems; we have our struggles. Especially as parents, we struggle over financial matter; we struggle to give better protection for our children, etc. One thing that really give us comfort is that the Lord promise to protect over us.

SP “B”
	From the next verses we will find out that the Lord protect us day and night

	111:6-8
	“He has shown his people the power…giving them the land…the work of his hands are faithful and just.”

	Explain “giving them the lands of other nation”
	The Psalmist pointed out that; it was God who “led his people through the wilderness…smote great kings…and slew famous kings…and gave their land for a heritage… “To this God, this living, and working providential God, we were called to give praise, for His mercy endureth forever”.  The psalmist recall on how the Lord has protected them from enemy. He was close to them. The same God does not simply guard us from a distance, like a police force to be telephoned in time of dire calamity. His protection is more immediate and personal. He stands nearby at all times, ready to reach out his arm and steady us least we make slightest slip.

	(cont’d)
	The statement in vv. 7-8 reinforces the idea that the Lord is faithful and uprightness, God’s word is true in that all his promise has come to pass. The Lord remembers His promise to our forefather that He will gave protection to His children. 

	App
	Friend’s, we got to recognized that; there are many dangers in life‘s, we are worried about who will protect us. We know that “Satan” is waiting to devour ourselves and the loves one. We shall not escape from them but neither shall we allow them to terrify us because we know that we are not unprotected. We have a Bodyguard, a keeper, one who is our shade upon our right hand.

	(cont’d)
	“The LORD will keep you from all harm, He will watch over your life; He protect over your children. He will watch over you now and forevermore.”

	111:9
	“He provided redemption for his people…”

	Explain “redemption for his people”
	“God made his people free from bondage of slavery. He made a covenant with them form them to obey”.

	ILL
	We worship God for a far more wonderful work of Redemption—not the deliverance of all nations from slavery to another nation but the deliverance of all men from slavery to the power evil. The Lord delivered you and I from our enemy (Satan) and by power rescued us from the bondage of sins.

I will give extol the LORD with all my heart in the council of upright and in the assembly.
2 Great are the work of the LORD; they are pondered by all who delight in them.
3 Glorious and majestic are his deeds, and his righteousness endures forever.
4 He has caused his wonders to be remembered; the LORD is gracious and compassionate.
5 He provides food for those who fear him; he remembers his covenant forever.
6 He has shown his people the power of his work, giving them the lands of others nations.
7 The works of his hands are faithful and just; all his precepts are trustworthy.
8 They are steadfast for ever and ever, done in faithfulness and uprightness.
9 He provided redemption for his people; he ordained his covenant forever- holy and awesome is name.
10The fear of the LORD is the beginning of wisdom; all who follow his precepts have good understanding. To him belongs eternal praise.
Study Questions (Step 1)

Context:     What did the author record just prior to this passage?

1. The psalmist vowed to praise the Lord in the assembly for His great and marvelous works of redemption that lead people to fear Him. This psalm is similar to Psalm 112 in its structure and message. Psalm 111 praises the righteousness of the Lord; Psalm 112 extols the blessing of a person who comes to fear Him. Additions, both are alphabetical songs, or acrostic. Some ancient versions suggest the Psalm 111 was written in the time Haggai and Zechariah.
Purpose:
Why is this passage in the Bible?

1.   This Psalm celebrating the wonders of Yahweh, is in the form of a hymn but has a    clearly define concern with wisdom. The acrostic structure reveals a careful and artistic composition and attention to the historical progression from the Exodus to the Conquest.

Background:   What historical context helps us understand this passage?

1. The subject of the Psalm is the excellencies of the enthroned Christ. Israel is singing the praises of the One who called them out of the darkness of Egypt and of Babylonian captivity into His marvelous light.
Questions: What is the meaning of “Hallelu Yah”
1. The song opens with “Hallelujah,” a call to the faithful to praise the Lord, and with the psalmist’s own determination top praise the Lord without inhibition or distraction. He will do this both in small assemblies of believers and in the great gathering of people.
Outlines (Steps 2-5)
Title: The Psalm of God’s work
Passage: 111:1-10
Exegetical Outline (Steps 2-3)
Exegetical Idea (CPT): The response of psalmist to the LORD’s graciousness was to fear, obey and praised Him.
I.
(1-3) The reason the psalmist praises the LORD is because of He has done mighty deeds.
A. (v.1) The Psalmist will praise the LORD enthusiastically before the leaders of the sanctuary. 

B. (v.2) The Psalmist will praise the LORD because of His marvelous works and deeds.

C. (v.3) The Psalmist will the praise the LORD because His   righteousness will never end. 

II.
(4-9) The way in which LORD showed his mighty deeds was his gracious provision of food and deliver of His people from slavery.
A. (v.4) The LORD has made His work memorable and showed his graciousness and   mercy.

B. (v.5a) The LORD has shown himself to be gracious and merciful in his providential care for those obey him. 

          (v.5b) The LORD revealed his commitment to the promises He has made and delivered from slavery.

C.   (v.6) The LORD has shown his mighty deeds by providing His people the Promised Land.

D.  (vv.7-8) The LORD mighty deeds are firmly established and He keeps his promises forever and demonstrates that He is always faithful and just.
E.   (v.9) The LORD send redemption to His people because of His covenant, and it can          never fail.

III. (10) The response of the psalmist to the LORD’s graciousness deeds was to fear, obey and praised Him. 

  A.  The Psalmist call for a response of wisdom in which God’s people will fear, obey and praised Him  
Purpose or Desired Listener Response (Step 4)
  Believers will praise the Lord with whole heart. They must to set an example that will let others to follow. Our God the one and undivided God cannot be acceptably praised with undivided heart; neither should believer attempt so to dishonor Him.
Homiletical Outline (Cyclical inductive form)—Steps 5-6

Subject: Why we should gives thank and praise God?
Introduction

1. Interest: The man without a purpose is like a ship without a rudder- a waif, a nothing, a no man (Thomas Carlyle). But for God, he always has a purpose; He shows his greatness by deliver you from the bondage of sins and His mercy overwhelming till saved you from permanent condemnation.  
2. Need: Do you struggle to praise GOD and sense His greatness in your life.
3. Subject or CPS: How can we honor and praise GOD has he deserve?
4. Background: The psalm of God’s work intended to excite the people of God to the work of praise.
5. Text: Psalm: 111:1-10
6. Preview: Today passage will reveal 2 ways GOD shows His greatness and 1 way you should response with praise and obey and fear Him. 
7. Transition:  Verses 1-3 tell us how…
I.
God shows His greatness towards us and it’s legitimate we honor and praise Him (111:1-3).
A. Whether with few or with many we should pour forth our whole heart and soul in praise GOD (v.1). 
B. None of us can deny GOD’s wonder and glory in our life (v.2).
C. We gives thank and due praise for His ever-changing righteousness in our life (v.3).

(Verse 1-3 has said that we must remember, to give thanks and praise for God under all circumstances. Our God the one and undivided God cannot be acceptably praised with a divided heart; neither should we attempt so to dishonor Him. Now verses 4 - 9 give us a second key how to really honor and praise God)
II.
God shows His greatness by protecting and providing everything His people needs     (111:4-9).
A. The LORD greatness not to be admired for short period of time and forgotten rather a token of us to know that the LORD is gracious and full of compassion (v.4).
B. The LORD continuously supplied the necessities of his believing people (v.5a).
                1. The LORD truly committed to help us (v.5b). 
C.  The LORD has shown the power of His work and providing us physical land (v.6).
D. The LORD blessing on your live was overflowing (v.8-7).
E. The LORD delivers us from our enemy (Satan) and by power rescued us from the bondage of sins.
  III.
The right response to GOD gracious deeds was to fear, obey and praised Him    (111:10).
A. We must worship, praise and feared GOD because He is above all god and by fearfully obeying is Word is beginning of our wise thinking (v.10).
Conclusion

1.  (MI/CPS). The LORD greatness and goodness to us should result in desire to fear, obey and praise. 
2. Main Points: Don’t under estimate the LORD greatness and goodness with our own understanding, rather obey and fear Him is the beginning of wisdom
3. Exhortation/Application: Today I encourage you to put away all doubt, question, murmuring and rebellion; give yourselves up to the praising of GOD, both with your lips and in lives.
Discussion Questions:

1. Where and how you honor and praise God?
Ans: We must honor and praise God both in private and in public gathering with sincere. 

2. Why we need God’s protection and providential care?
     Ans:  He is gracious and merciful and by His power delivers us from Satan meets our daily needs
 3. Why we need to fear and obey?
      Ans: His name is holy and reverend and He always faithful and just.
