CORRELATING EGYPTIAN HISTORY WITH GENESIS AND EXODUS

1.  The period of Egypt’s Middle Kingdom is taken up with the 11th and 12th Dynasties.   This is most likely the period of time when Joseph and his father Jacob and the extended Hebrew clan make their move into Egypt.   Sesostris II is likely the pharaoh during the time of Joseph’s imprisonment.   Sesostris III is likely the pharaoh who invited Jacob and his family to settle in Egypt.

2.  The 2nd intermediate period of Egyptian history (Dynasties 13-17) were the years dominated by the Semitic Hyksos invaders.

3.  The period of the New Kingdom (the Empire Age of Dynasties 18-19) saw a resurgence of Egyptian power and the defeat of the Hyksos.   Ahmose I was the founder of Dynasty 18 and is likely the “king who knew not Joseph”.    See the table below to put together possible correlations of subsequent pharaohs with the Biblical account.
