(shown with dotted line)

was begun by Herod Agrippa | between A.D
41 and 44 to enclose the growing northern
suburbs, but the work was apparently
stopped. Its construction was resumed,

in haste, only after the First Jewish

Revolt broke out in A.D. 66.

The ““SECOND WALL"
was built by Herod | or by earlier
Hasmonean kings. Precise
location is difficult to determine.
This wall was put up around
