Jesus' body was placed in the tomb before 6:00 P.M. Friday night, when the Sabbath
began and all work stopped, and it lay in the tomb throughout the Sabbath.

WEDNESDAY

Not mentioned in the Gospels

The Scriptures do not mention this
day, but the counting of the days
(Mk 14:1; Jn 12:1) seems to indicate
that there was another day
concerning which the Gospels
record nothing.
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The Roman road climbed steeply to the
crest of the Mount of Olives, affording a
spectacular view of the Desert of
Judea to the east and Jerusalem
across the Kidron valley to the west

— 1. Arrival in Bethany
FRIDAY Jn12:1

Jesus arrived in Bethany six days
before the Passover to spend some
time with his friends, Mary, Martha
and Lazarus. While here, Mary
anointed his feet with costly
perfume as an act of humility. This
tender expression indicated Mary's
devotion to Jesus and her
willingness to serve him.
