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Hebrew Andragogy, by David Brewer

Going against mainstream traditional teaching methods, the instructor will use brain research and Howard Gardner’s Model of Multiple Intelligences to plan techniques that meet the learning styles of all the students. For the auditory and musical learner, he will incorporate Hebrew praise songs and some spoken Modern Hebrew so the student can hear as much as possible before seeing the language, leading to maximum retention and absorption. For the logical/mathematical learner, he will teach the students to recognize various verbal stems, verbal conjugations, and weak verbs in the Tanakh (Old Testament) by giving diagnostic clues along with a simple explanation of the syntax and semantics of the form.  The professor will incorporate Jerome Bruner’s “Spiral curriculum”
 by repeatedly presenting critical concepts in the class before the student is formally introduced to these concepts in the textbook. These concepts are introduced with deepening complexity layers by looking at passages in the Hebrew Bible. Students learn these concepts much better than the traditional way since there is no pressure on them to master them, and they are learning them naturally, interestingly, and practically. The students are informally exposed to every point of grammar in the textbook for many weeks and, in some cases, several months before they are formally exposed to them in the textbook. Reading comic books and Tall Tales enhances the enjoyment of acquiring Biblical Hebrew vocabulary in class. 

When discussing various points of grammar, the instructor will ask the students thoughtful questions (related to discoverable information) to have them uncover the answer on their own. When asking questions, he will always pause to give the students time to process the information and formulate a response. He will use as many active learning strategies as possible since he realizes that students will absorb the material better by doing so.  

Throughout the year, the instructor will use Logos version 9 in class to help students better understand the grammar, syntax, and morphology of various texts from the Tanakh.
