Spontaneous generation was 
scientifically disproved 120 years ago by 
Louis Pasteur and others, but that just 
leaves us with only one other 
possibility… that life came as an act of 
supernatural creation by God, but I can’t 
accept that philosophy because I do not 
want to believe in God.

Jesus as the Son of God (39a) 

n The Pharisees’ ability to see spiritual truth 
degenerated (39b)

n The Pharisees continued with their guilt 
upon them (41b)
