Introduction
Interest: The word in Scripture that describes God the most is HOLY but the word that best describes the servant of God is faithful.
Need: 
Are we true and faithful to the Lord?
Do we say “yes” to God regularly?
Subject: What is the meaning of faith that sustains our faithfulness?
I.	A happy entry was followed by a helpless situation (1-2).
The healing tour was successful.
However, a key servant of the Roman centurion was sick to the point of death.
II.	A fervent plea was for healing the centurion’s servant (3-6).
The centurion had contributed both to their national pride (“he loves our nation”) and their religious fervor (“and it was he who built us our synagogue”).
However, he changed his mind by not asking him to actually finish the journey.
III.	Another surprise request (7-8).
However, he requested the healing from afar (7)
The centurion was a man of authority and under authority.
IV. Jesus praised the Gentile’s faith (9).
He had never seen this kind of faith among Jews.
The only other time Luke mentions a centurion is the one at the cross who believed.
V.  Imagine how the servants responded once they returned to the house and saw the servant completely healed (10).
Conclusion
Have faith in God through trusting in Jesus (MI).
Characteristics of faith
Faith is based on God’s word.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Faith wants the best for the person we love.
Faith is coming to Jesus with our need and helplessness.
Characteristics of the Centurion’s faith
Humility no sense of entitlement
Trust even when God is not present
Obedience with no condition attached
Contrast between the Jewish leaders and the centurion
The Jew leaders felt God was obligated to help the centurion since he had done so many good deeds.
The Roman leader felt no sense of entitlement but came with total humility
We should never feel a spirit of entitlement in our service for the Lord.
