Kingdom Statement

Unlike the need for the nation of Israel to repent in 
Matthew and Luke, the words “repent” and 

“kingdom” do not appear in this gospel, so the 
focus is on the individual's need to believe in Christ 
rather than the nation of Israel to trust in Messiah

Covenant

The word “covenant” does not appear, but the 
Spirit predicted in Ezekiel 36:25-32 has many 
ministries to the believer (chapters 13–17) in 
the new covenant (cf. Jer. 31:31-34), many of 

which await Israel to believe in Jesus.

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Redemption

We must be “born of the Spirit” to be “born again” 
(3:3) when we simply “believe” Jesus to be the Son 

of God who forgives our sins (3:16). The noun 
“belief” is never noted, but the verb forms to 
“believe” appear 87 times and in nearly every

External Evidence
The early church tradition 
unanimously agreed that the 
author for the fourth Gospel was 
John, the son of Zebedee, brother 
of James, and disciple of Christ.

(1) Irenaeus was the earliest 
witness to Johannine authorship
(2) Theophilus of Antioch
(3) Tertullian
(4) Clement of Alexandria
(5) Origen

Despite this evidence, scholars 
have proposed four other unlikely 
and even impossible "Johns": 
(1) John the Baptist, 
(2) John the father of Peter, 
(3) John Mark, and 
(4) John of the Sanhedrin.

Internal Evidence
The Gospel does not specifically 
name its author, but evidence in the 
book points to John the Apostle:

• The author was obviously a Jew due 
to his knowledge of the Old Testament

• He was also well acquainted with 
Israel and the temple since the gospel 
has many temple descriptions 

• The writer witnessed Christ's glory 
but this was revealed only to Peter, 
James, & John at the Transfiguration. 
Since Peter is mentioned by name 
(1:42) and John's brother James was 
martyred by Herod in AD 44 (Acts 
12:2), by process of elimination the 
author must be John.

“'They' answered him. While some argue that 
'they' refers back to verse 30 (i.e., to those 
who have believed in Him), the portrayal of 
those addressed in 8:33-59 renders this 
impression highly unlikely. Jesus says that 
they are slaves to sin; they are murderers; 
they have no belief in His word (v. 37); they 
want to kill Jesus; their father is Satan (v. 44); 
they are unable to hear what Jesus has to say 
(v. 43); they do not believe in Christ (v. 45); 
and they do not belong to God (v. 47). They in 
turn say that Jesus is demon-possessed (v. 
48), and they picked up stones to stone him. 
(v. 48)." Dillow, Final Destiny, 359



"This hardly sounds like the same group in 
verse 30, who, after hearing him speak, 'put 
their faith in him' (v. 30). Charles Bing is 
correct, 'The abrupt change of tone from 
verses 30-31 resumes this motif, making it 
unnecessary to identify the speakers; the 
Jews had raised objections from the start of 
the dialogue (v. 13, 19, 22, 25).'1240 These 
critics, having heard Jesus’ aside to the new 
Christians, respond in anger."

"Bing continues, 'The objection of v 33 is 
totally out of character with the inclination of 
those mentioned in verses 30–32, as is also 
the declaration that those opposing Christ are 
children of the devil (v 44).'1241 The true 
believers of verses 31-32 are clearly not 
'children of the devil.' It is therefore 
perplexing why Schreiner and Caneday call 
our interpretation 'remarkable.'1242 It is not 
'remarkable' at all. It makes very good sense 
of the context and the general usage of the 
phrase 'believe in' found in the rest of John’s 
gospel." 1243

"In an extensive analysis, John Niemalä has 
shown that in John’s Gospel there are 353 
speaking verbs which introduce new speakers 
or reintroduce previously introduced ones. He 
determined that there are 78 such verbs which 
do not have an explicit subject word like 
'Jesus said' or 'the Pharisees replied,' etc. In 
all 78 instances, the use of such verbs without 
a named subject ('they said,' 'they replied,' 
etc.), these verbs always indicated the 
reintroduction of a speaker who had spoken 
earlier in the context."

"This proves that the 'they' of v. 33 cannot 
refer to the believers in v. 31 who have never 
spoken in the preceding context and must 
refer to the Pharisees who have (see vv. 13, 
14, 19, 22, 25, 33)."1244

"Long ago Augustine argued that 'those who 
believed in him' are true, not spurious 
believers, and that the 'they' of verse 33 refers 
to Christ’s critics, not the true believers of 
verses 31-32.1245 As Bernard and McNeile 
have noted, 'Those who made the answer 
which follows were not the Jews who 
"believed Him" (v. 31), but the Jewish 
objectors, with whom throughout the rest of 
this chapter Jesus is engaged in controversy. 
He could not have charged "the Jews who 
believed Him" with seeking His life (vv. 37, 
39).'”1246

Did life originate as an accident?
“There are only two possible 
explanations as to how life arose: 
Spontaneous generation arising to 
evolution or a supernatural creative act 
of God…. There is no other possibility. 
Spontaneous generation was 
scientifically disproved 120 years ago by 
Louis Pasteur and others, but that just 
leaves us with only one other 
possibility… that life came as an act of 
supernatural creation by God, but I can’t 
accept that philosophy because I do not 
want to believe in God.  Therefore, I 
choose to believe that which I know is 
scientifically impossible, spontaneous 
generation leading to evolution.”

Purpose #1 
Jesus Healed the Blind Man



Deity of Christ
9:1 Man born blind
We are blind spiritually at birth thus need rebirth 

which only God can provide

9:2-4a “Rabbi, who sinned.…? God might be 
displayed in Him.”

Christ’s ability to cure our spiritual blindness shows 
him to be God 

 
9:4b-5 Day and Night
He was sent by God to work but his work ceased 

during His crucifixion-resurrection



Deity of Christ
9:6 Mud and saliva
Irenaeus believed the action was to show Christ is 

the Creator (cf. Gen. 2:7)

9:7 Siloam means “Sent”
Jesus was “Sent” by God

Water symbolized the Holy Spirit so that the blind 
man was born of water and the Spirit (cf. 3:5)



What is the Truth of Verses 1-7?

Jesus is the Son of God because 
He was sent by God to give 
Spiritual Truth to the blind

“There was the true Light which coming into the 
world, enlightens every man” (1:9)

“Truly, truly, I say to you, unless one is born 
again he cannot see the kingdom of God” (3:3)

C. S. Lewis, Mere Christianity, 55-56

“I am here trying to prevent anyone saying the 
really foolish thing that people often say about Him: 
‘I’m ready to accept Jesus as a great moral teacher, 
but I don’t accept His claim to be God.’  That is the 
one thing we must not say.  A man who was merely 
a man and said the sort of things Jesus said would 
not be a great moral teacher.  He would either be a 
lunatic—on a level with the man who says he is a 
poached egg—or else he would be the Devil of Hell.  
You must make your choice.  Either this man was, 
and is, the Son of God: or else a madman or 
something worse.  You can shut Him up for a fool, 
you can spit at Him and kill Him as a demon; or you 
can fall at His feet and call Him Lord and God.  But 
let us not come with any patronising nonsense 
about His being a great human teacher.  He has not 
left that open to us.  He did not intend to.”

• They had already believed in him 
("Lord" in 11:3; cf. 11:27).

• Mary later anointed him for his burial in 
worship (11:2; cf. 12:1-8).

Issue Martha Mary

Jesus' 
response

Tested her faith whether He 
could raise Lazarus (23), 
claimed to be the resurrection 
and life (25), and asked if she 
believed (26) 

No testing her faith—He 
asks where the body was 
(34) then weeps (35) 

Declarations 
of faith in 
Christ

Twice: Christ could heal (21) 
and "You are the Messiah… 
Son of God… from God" (27)

No declarations

Proof of faith Still doubted by complaining 
of the smell of the body (39) 
while reaction of those 
consoling her not noted

Brought many with her who 
believed (45) but even some 
of them betrayed Jesus to 
the Pharisees (46)
