8Walter Schmithals also contended that the Gnostic 
teachers opposed Paul on two counts:
a) Paul was speaking without the power of the Spirit.

8Proponents of this view hold that Paul wrote 
against beliefs of the Jewish Gnostics:
a) A "realized eschatology"
b) Resurrection is not an objective event but a
