	Lesson 2: The Gospels

	Lesson Objective: The Gospels tell of the Life of Christ.


	Scripture: The Gospels


	Application: Understand why Jesus came on earth to do


	Opening Activity

Have someone enter your class at the beginning of the lesson and speak to you and then leave the room. Ask the students to write their account of what happened. Then allow a time for them to share what they wrote. 
There would be different versions of the same story. Some may concentrate on what the person wore or what the person said. Others may focus on the way the person walked or how the person looked like. 

	Introduction

Why are there four gospels? Just like the way different people had different ways of looking at the situation earlier, each gospel writer had a different perspective of the same event: the Life of Christ. 

	Lesson

Have them break into 4 groups to search through Scripture to find the differences of the 4 gospels in reference to the following:
1. Birth of Christ and Growing Up Years
2. The Miracles of Christ
3. The Crucifixion
4. The Burial & Resurrection
Let them have large sheets of mahjong paper to write comparison charts of the different gospels (see below). 
If you are short on time, you can print out the verses and have them fill in the descriptions of these events. You could even put in some answers to allow more time for sharing and discussion. 
Have them present a more complete picture of what happened at those times.

	Application

Summarize what Jesus came to do on earth by reading them the account of Peter’s sermon after Pentacost. You could get one of your more expressive students to read it.

Acts 10:34-43 Then Peter began to speak: "I now realize how true it is that God does not show favoritism but accepts men from every nation who fear him and do what is right. You know the message God sent to the people of Israel, telling the good news of peace through Jesus Christ, who is Lord of all. You know what has happened throughout Judea, beginning in Galilee after the baptism that John preached—how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and power, and how he went around doing good and healing all who were under the power of the devil, because God was with him. 

 "We are witnesses of everything he did in the country of the Jews and in Jerusalem. They killed him by hanging him on a tree, but God raised him from the dead on the third day and caused him to be seen. He was not seen by all the people, but by witnesses whom God had already chosen—by us who ate and drank with him after he rose from the dead. He commanded us to preach to the people and to testify that he is the one whom God appointed as judge of the living and the dead. All the prophets testify about him that everyone who believes in him receives forgiveness of sins through his name."

Take some time to read through the book of Acts to prepare for next week’s lesson

	Prayer

Have them pray to God to thank Him for all the things that Jesus came to do for us on earth. Pray in pairs according to Acts 10:34-43

	Lesson 3: Acts n Missions

	Lesson Objective: Know how the gospel spread from Jerusalem to the ends of the earth


	Scripture: Acts 1:8 You will be my witnesses both in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and even as far as the end of the earth


	Application: How to be a witness for Christ in our own lives.


	Introduction

The Church after Jesus’ death and resurrection stayed in Jerusalem preaching and teaching together. The apostles spoke boldly and many came to faith in Christ and the Church grew. However, by Acts 6, the Sanhedrin, with the stoning of Stephen, incited the persecution of the early Church and the Christians scattered.

	Opening Activity

Watch the following short clip of Paul’s conversion in Damascus and how he approved of Stephen’s stoning… in full Lego colour =)

	Lesson

Paul went on to bring the gospel message to many on his 3 missionary journeys. (4th journey is his journey towards from for imprisonment) 
In fulfilling Jesus’ words in Acts 1:8 (You will be my witnesses both in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and even as far as the end of the earth), let’s trace how the gospel went from Jerusalem to the ends of the earth through Paul as well as Philip and Peter.
Split the class into 3 groups. And have them trace the travels of the apostles to the ‘ends of the earth’ on the maps below. (You can remove the arrows and have them trace the route of the apostles as well.) Ask them to also choose one story along the journey that is interesting to them. And let them share the journey and stories of the journey.
1. Philip and Peter’s Journeys (Philip-8:5-40; Peter 9:32-39)
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2. Paul’s 1st and 2nd Journey (1st – 13:2-14:28; 2nd – 15:36-18:21)
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3. Paul’s 3rd and 4th Journey (3rd – 18:23-21:14; 4th to Rome – 21:15-28:30)
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	Application

What did Peter, Philip, and Paul go through to bring the gospel to the ends of the earth?

Where is your Jerusalem, Judea, Samaria and ends of the earth?
What can we expect when we become witnesses for Christ?


	Bible Reading
Take some time to read through the book of Romans to prepare for next week’s lesson

	Prayer

Have your class commit these items to God individually.

1. Ask God for opportunities and courage to share his gospel with those in your Jerusalem, Judea and Samaria. 
2. Pray for a friend who you would want to share with this week.

	Lesson 4: Epistles? What’s that?

	Lesson Objective: To know which books in the NT are the Epistle and the divisions according to author and type.


	Scripture: Romans to Jude


	Application: To know where the Epistles are


	Opening Activity

Have a Christian friend from a different country (perhaps a missionary to another country) to write a letter to your class to encourage them in their Christian lives and to teach them something about the Christian faith. If possible, have him/her mail the letter to the church and addressed to the class. Or else, an email will do.
Open the letter together in class and read the letter together. Discuss what the letter talks about, what is its purpose as well as what it seeks to teach them. In addition, you can find out on a map where he/she stays/serves.

	Introduction

The word "epistle" is from the Greek word epistolos which means a written "letter" addressed to a recipient or recipients, perhaps part of exchanged correspondence. Not only were these Epistles written to encourage and edify, many of our doctrines are learnt from these Epistles!

	Application

	Bible Reading
This week, take one of the Epistles to read as part of your quiet time and write down what you think is the purpose of such a letter as well as one new thing that you learn about God

	Prayer

Ask God who we can encourage through a letter or note this week. Pray for that person today and ask God for the words to encourage this brother or sister.

	Lesson 5: Saved? So what?

	Lesson Objective: What is salvation and so what? After I’m saved, what is expected of me?


	Scripture: Various Scripture from Hebrews, Romans, 1 John and Ephesians 


	Application: What am I to do now?


	Opening Activity

Destination! Prepare two ‘air tickets’ to a secret location. Have the class auction (can use candy or fake money) for a ticket to a secret location. Don’t tell them where it is to even when they protest. After auctioning the 1st ticket, don’t let the winner open his ticket to Johor Bahru. 
Ask him if he would like to trade it for the 2nd ticket to Thailand.

No matter which ticket he chooses, ask the class, would they rather know where they were going before spending all their money auctioning for it?

	Introduction

Our destinations are important as it will determine where we spend our money and time. Today we will look at our destination if we are saved. 
Last week we looked at the Epistles. From today we will look at some themes found in the Epistle. Today we will discuss salvation.

	Lesson

Allow a time for the class to find the verses and fill in answers to the following:

What is Our Original Destination?
Hebrews 9:27 Just as man is destined to die once, and after that to face judgment
Romans 6:23a For the wages of sin is death

What is the Change in Flight Plans?
Romans 6:23b but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.
Romans 5:8  But God demonstrates his own love for us in this: While we were still sinners, Christ died for us.

1 John 3:1 How great is the love the Father has lavished on us, that we should be called children of God!

How to Get On the New Flight?
Romans 10:9-10 That if you confess with your mouth, "Jesus is Lord," and believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved. For it is with your heart that you believe and are justified, and it is with your mouth that you confess and are saved.

Ephesians 2:8-9 For it is by grace you have been saved, through faith—and this not from yourselves, it is the gift of God— not by works, so that no one can boast

Our flight plans do not change because we want it to. But it was a gift. Like how the 2nd air-ticket was a gift. A better gift. We could not work for it and are not able to earn it. This is the same as our salvation. 
If your class has new Christians, it would be appropriate to give a more comprehensive overview of the gospel and salvation plan.

	Application

So now what?
After getting on the right flight, what is expected of us? If you read the Epistles, there are some words that you should take note of : therefore, for this reason, since
It shows us the “now what”… for example

Romans 12:1 Therefore, I urge you, brothers, in view of God's mercy, to offer your bodies as living sacrifices, holy and pleasing to God—this is your spiritual act of worship. Do not conform any longer to the pattern of this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind. Then you will be able to test and approve what God's will is—his good, pleasing and perfect will.

How should we prepare ourselves for the final destination? Look through the Epistle that you have chosen to read this past week. What is the ‘now what’? 
Have the class write this ‘now what’ in their journals.

	Bible Reading
Take some time to read the book of Ephesians to prepare for next week’s lesson

	Prayer

Praise God for the salvation He has given to us. Ask Him to help you live out a life worthy of His calling and salvation, as well as the desire to walk in the Spirit in carrying out the ‘now what’.

Have many kinds of keys as well as one lock (of which only one key will fit). Have them try out each key for the lock. The winner gets candy!

Explain that each key has an appeal. Each key opens something that we want. Our home, car, hotel room, our locker in school etc. Each key brings us to a different destination. But only one destination is important, and only one key will bring you into that destination.

There is only one key that will fit the lock. And in the same way, there is only ONE way to enter heaven. Jesus is the only way to heaven! (John 14:6)

Just change the sections titles appropriately but keep the verses.

2. Additional Application Lesson (http://www.creativeyouthideas.com/blog/creative_teaching_ideas/candy.html)
Game Description
Youth will take part in a learning simulation experiencing what it is like when gifts are not appropriately utilized as a blessing to all members of the body of Christ. Makes a great activity for a Halloween Alternative or for a creative Bible Study lesson.

Game Materials
ROUND 1: You'll need a Bible and several large bags of individually wrapped candy. There should be 10 different types of candy. Depending on the size of your group, you might have more than 1 bag of some of the 10 types of candy. Since in the second part of this activity people will be trading candy, individually wrapped candy that is not chocolate and does not easily melt is preferable. 

· For one of the 10 types of candy, only allow enough of that candy in circulation for 10% of the total group to be able to have some. 

· Set aside an extra bag of candy to be available for anyone who finishes ROUND 1 without candy.

ROUND 2: Use the same candy already passed out in ROUND 1. Using the extra bag of candy you set aside, distribute a couple pieces of candy to anyone who did not receive a piece in ROUND 1.) Continue to retain the candy you have chosen to represent salvation so that only 10% is in circulation. Hold the rest back for the end of ROUND 2 

ROUND 1

Game Preparation
Select one of the 10 types of candy to represent salvation. Only allow enough of this candy in circulation for 10% of the entire group to have some.

Game Play
1. Take an equal number of students away from the rest of the group as you have bags of candy and explain to them how the game works. Be sure that the other youth cannot hear your instructions. Tell each of the those you have chosen that you are going to give them bags of candy to share with the other students. There's only one catch: They can give candy only to the guys, or only to the gals, only to those with spectacles, only those in youth choir, those with a "d" in their name, those with 4 letters in their surname, only to kids with black tennis shoes, those with buttons on their shirts, those without socks, those who frown, etc. (The idea is to pick something that will eliminate at least half of the kids - these are only suggestions - be creative. Also remember you want the criteria to be difficult to discover.) 

2. Remind kids not to tell the others why some youth are getting, candy and others aren't. Warn kids to only give candy to those in the designated group, even if the other kids beg. 

3. After giving the these designated ones their instructions, tell the rest of the group that the game will be played in 2 ROUNDS. For ROUND 1, I'm going to let the youth i took aside back into the room. When they come in, they'll have some candy to share. You can ask, bribe, and beg them for it, but do not take it from them. You may or may not get some candy. If you figure out what the criteria is for getting candy, you'll be entitled to an extra portion. Do NOT eat your candy yet. You will need it later for ROUND 2 

4. Call those with the candy back into the room. Allow them time to circulate through the group handing out candy according to their criteria to the chosen few.

Discussion
Once you have completed this phase of the game, ask:

· What was it like to be one who received the gifts? 

· What was it like to be left out or passed over? 

· Did anyone figure out why he or she did not get gifts? (Give extra candy to the first person who identified any of the criteria.) 

· Are you willing to share your gifts with some people because of the way they look, or do you ignore others because they appear to be different? 

· What makes you treat some people differently than others?

Application
Near the end of the discussion, say: The Bible instructs us to treat each other fairly and equally, and to place what we have into His hands to bless others. God wants to bless others through us, but we often limit those he can touch through us by personal prejudice, misconceptions, jealousy, greed, personal ambition, bitterness, or even laziness. 

ROUND 2
Game Preparation
Continue to keep the candy aside that you have chosen to represent salvation. Remember you should only allow enough of this candy in circulation for 10% of the entire group to have some.

Game Play
1. Say, "Of course, we all have our favorites when it comes to candy. Before we begin ROUND 2, take a moment to trade candy with each other in order to get your favorite candy." (Give them some time) 

2. Say, "Now we are going to do something a little different. Imagine that like King Solomon, you are granted anything you wish by God. Each type of Candy represents something special. You may trade and bargain with each other to get whichever candy you like. At the end of this activity, we will see what blessings you are gifted with in life, depending on your candy you possess. You may not forcibly take candy from anyone." 

3. Depending on time, announce one or two of the items below, in any order. Eventually go through all the types of candy, but leave "salvation" for last. 

4. After each announcement, give youth an opportunity to trade again based on this new revelation. 

5. Continue through the list. Then end with Salvation. 

6. Of course there won't be enough of salvation for everyone to have it. Some may be willing to trade everything they have for it. Others will be simply frustrated.

Choose colors or different types of candy to represent different things. 
Some possibilities are:

1. Wealth 

2. Power 

3. Good looks 

4. Meaningful career 

5. Love 

6. Popularity 

7. Pleasure 

8. Long Life 

9. Health 

10. Salvation (Initially make certain there is only enough candy representing "salvation" for about 10% of people to have a piece. At the end of this activity, give each person one from those you have set aside..)

Discussion
At the end of the activity, ask youth:

· Are you happy with what you posses in this game? How do you feel about your situation in life as reflected by the candy you have? 

· Before salvation, what did you evaluate as most important to obtain? What it was that you tried to collect? 

· What were you willing to give to others? 

· Were you selfish or generous with what you were given?

Application
In life, we will all be blessed with different things. Some people may receive an abundance while others may receive the simpler things in life and only according to their needs of the moment. 

· Some may be blessed with wealth - will you use it for selfish pursuits or will you use it to bless others? 

· Some may be blessed with power - will you use your power to help those who cannot help themselves. 

· Others will be blessed with popularity - will you use your influence to speak on behalf of those who cannot speak up for themselves.


Not only are we blessed in different ways, but we also receive different gifts and talents. Everything we have is a gift from God. If God didn't give something to us directly, he blessed us with the means or abilities to obtain them. 

· Will you use what you have been given selfishly, or for the benefit of others? 

· Will you cling to them or place them into the hands of God to use?

There are only about 10% of people who are Christians in Singapore. 

· How did you feel if you were one of those without the candy representing salvation?

Conclusion
As Christians, we are all given the knowledge of the gospel - the good news - salvation. Do we keep that knowledge to ourselves or do we share it with the remaining 90% of Singaporeans who do not yet know Christ as Savior? 
(Give each 2 pieces of candy representing salvation) Take these pieces of candy you have been given and give them to someone and tell them about the activity you have done today - share with them the good news of salvation. 

· What is it in your life that is a priority for you? 

· What have you been blessed with? 

· Will you selfishly keep it top yourself or will you place it in God's hands for him to use?

	Introduction

The church is made up of believers and is not just a building! Let us look at what the Epistles say about the Church. 
(Note the Greek word ekklesia, which is usually translated as "church" in our Bibles, did not have the religious overtones we naturally hear when "church" is spoken. Mark Roberts suggests that "church" is not the best translation for ekklesia. "Assembly," seems to be a better translation.)

	Lesson Have them run through the verses in groups or as a big group and explain.

What is the Church? Jesus’ body

Ephesians 1:22-23 And God placed all things under his (Jesus) feet and appointed him to be head over everything for the church, which is his body, the fullness of him who fills everything in every way.

	Introduction

Difficulties in teaching of the Book of Revelations, written by John, due to the many views there are about revelations Endless numbers of books have been written from different perspectives. 

3 major views (Conservative)

1) Preterist –According to this view, most or all of Revelation was fulfilled in the first century of the church, commonly limited to events surrounding the destruction of Jerusalem.

2) Futurist --Most of the fulfillment of the book is still future. This is the popular view among the denominational world today. It is highly literalistic and predominantly premillennial.

3) Historicist --That the book is a panorama of the great events spread throughout history, relative to God’s people. This view is mostly a-millennial or post-millennial but is also held by some historical pre-millennialists.

We will look at the book of Revelations in reference to Rev 1:19  "Write, therefore, what you have seen, what is now and what will take place later.”

Revelation 1 – “what you have seen” ( John’s vision of the Risen Christ

Revelation 2 and 3 – “what is now” ( 7 letters to the 7 churches

Revelation 4 to 22 – “what will take place later” ( The future till the end of time


	Lesson

Revelation 1 – “what you have seen”

Have the class look at Rev 1 and let them shout out the descriptions of the Risen Christ
Revelation 2 and 3 – “what is now” 

Briefly touch on the messages to each church, bringing to light the problems and highlighting that these problems still exist in the church today.

A. Message to Ephesus (2:1-7)

This is a church which is characterized by orthodoxy and good works but lacking the love which came from that first response to their savior. They must repent and return or lose their witness.

B. Message to Smyrna (2:8-11)

This church receives no criticism at all, only encouragement to remain faithful during poverty and persecution, even unto death.

C. Message to Pergamum (2:12-17)

There is much to commend in their steadfastness under persecution but false teaching has entered the church which has corrupted them with immorality and idolatry. They must repent or be punished.

D. Message to Thyatira (2:18-19)

This little tiny city received the longest letter with much to honor it. However, it has failed because of its tolerance of an immorality which often accompanies doctrinal error.

E. Message to Sardis (3:1-6)

There is nothing good to commend this church. It was once a strong church whose pride has brought about a great fall into a catatonic stupor. They need to wake up and remember their savior.

F. Message to Philadelphia (3:7-13)

They, like Smyrna are not condemned since, even though they have little power, they have kept true to the Word and patiently endured. They are promised that they will not go through the Great Tribulation (3:10).

G. Message to Laodicea (3:14-22)

There is not only nothing good to say, but there is more condemnation than for any other church. They are sickeningly "lukewarm" and in danger of losing their witness unless they wake up to their pathetic position of self-deception, repent and re-light the fire of their faith in Christ.

Let us take heed of His coming and His promises.
