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The Shortness of Life
Psalm 90

Topic:	Mortality
Subject:	How do we live when we see that life is short?
Complement:	Live humbly with the realization that all wisdom is in Christ
Purpose:	The listeners will live humbly with the realization that all wisdom is in Christ.
Introduction
Interest: Eyad graduated from Yarmouk Univ. and JETS (MABS & MDiv). A question: What psalm is your favorite? A non-believer once recited Psalm 91 to Eyad from memory! But what was your first memory? Mine was my crying when my mother wanted to bring me to kindergarten.
Need: Life is short and limited, so Moses writes in this light.
Subject: How do we live when we see that life is short?
Background: Grass grows quickly and dies as quickly. Life is like that, like a river that continues on without stopping.
Text: Psalm 90
I.	Life is short (1-11).
God has been since the beginning and every generation since, but…
If you sleep for eight hours, you will sleep a third of the day for a third of the year for a third of your life!
Even 70 years is long, but filled with pain (10). 
Eyad’s son was playing a video game and hit an obstacle and died, then said to him, “Why isn’t life like that where we can just come back to life quickly and try again?”
Life is short with sin and judgment. 
II.	Realize life’s brevity to live in wisdom (12). 
We all see the shortness of life, but this can lead to different conclusions (my thoughts, not Eyad’s):
Life is short, so get as much pleasure as possible.
Life is short, so collect as many possessions as you can.
Life is short, so try to gain as much power as possible.
Life is short, so grant me as much wisdom as I can gain.
Wisdom will help us live longer and fuller.
III.	Realize that you are dependent on Christ (13-17).
Ask God for mercy (13).
Ask God for satisfaction in him (14).
Satisfy us each morning with your unfailing love,
so we may sing for joy to the end of our lives.
Ask God for gladness (15).
Ask God to see him work (16).
Ask God for his approval and success (17). 
Conclusion
Live humbly with the realization that all wisdom is in Christ (Main Idea).
Application: Trust God for prosperity. 
“In all you do, do it all for the glory of God” (1 Cor 10:31).
