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Covenant Love



• Covenant:  A legal term denoting a formal and legally binding 
declaration of benefits to be given by one party to another, with 
or without conditions attached 
(e.g. conditional or unconditional).

• Abrahamic Covenant:  Genesis 12:1-3

• Mosaic Covenant:  Exodus 20; 24:1-7

• Davidic Covenant:  2 Sam 7:4-16

• New Covenant:  Jeremiah 31:31-34

A Covenant God



• Jeremiah 31:31-34

• 3 Components

• I will be your God

• You will be my people

• I will live among you

• Ezekiel 36:24-28; 37:14; Joel 2:28-29

A Promised New Covenant



Covenant Love
2 Kings 13:23



• 1&2 Samuel, 1&2 Kings (Prior to and during captivity)
1&2 Chronicles (Post captivity . . . looking back)

• God Preserved His People During Captivity (the Exile)

• Ezra, Nehemiah, Esther (Daniel)

• Haggai, Zechariah, Malachi



• Ezra and Nehemiah (originally one book)

• 3 Groups return Home after captivity:
    1) Zerubbabel (538 BC)
    2) Ezra (458 BC)
    3) Nehemiah (445 BC)

Returning Home



• Minor Prophets (Haggai, Zechariah, Malachi)

• “Post-Exilic” (Live and Teach after the captivity)

• Haggai & Zechariah (520 BC) -- follow God as you 
await God’s perfect kingdom

• Malachi -- obey God’s commands while they 
waited expectantly for the coming of the prophet 
“Elijah,” who would signal the dawning of the great 
day of the Lord and the coming of the Messiah.

Returning Home



• Messianic Expectations 

• Abraham (Blessing to World), Davidic (King), New (Sin 
Removed)

• Isaiah -- Suffering Servant (Ch 53), born of a Virgin (7:14)

• Micah -- Born in Bethlehem (5:2)

• Malachi -- a Forerunner will announce the Messiah’s 
arrival.

• Why did the Lord bring Israel Home?

• A Covenant God

• Along with Malachi...our OT story ends around 
430 B.C

Returning Home



• Good, Bad, and Hope

• Law, Land, and Judgment

• Anticipation of God’s Deliverer 

An Old Testament Recap



• Approximately 430 years

• A modest Temple is rebuilt, but no “presence” of the 
LORD

• Hypocrisy in worship, corrupt priests, social injustice

• No Davidic King on the throne

• Persians rule over Judah (and the Jews)

In Between the Testaments



• Shifts in Empires:  
Assyrians...Babylonians...Persians...(as OT ends)

• 334 BC  -- Alexander the Great (Greek Empire) --
Greek Language

• Rome conquers Jerusalem in 63 BC (37 BC, Herod the 
Great)

• Some Israelites return to Judah. Many are spread 
across Asia Minor.

• Temple, Sabbath, Priesthood

• Synagogues, Rabbis, Torah

In Between the Testaments







• An unrecognized phenomenon — “God-fearers”

• Wherever Jews established communities, they touched 
people around them with their belief in the one true God, 
the Creator of the world and the coming redeemer of Israel.

• Some people would come to faith in God and would actually 
convert to Judaism. They would become practicing Jews 
(proselytes)

• But many felt that they could not actually become Jews, 
even though they “feared God.” 

In Between the Testaments



• It was because of God’s work through the Diaspora of the 
Jewish people that a believing Gentile populace existed 
and was primed for the coming of the Jewish Messiah.

• God had moved kings and kingdoms for the coming of His 
Son.

• God had used Israel’s judgment to spread His people to 
all places.

• Messianic hope? Mixed, but existing. 
There is always a “faithful remnant.”

In Between the Testaments





The King Has Come



• Militaristic: Break from the Bonds of Rome

• Religious leaders: religious superiority (self-righteous)

• A righteous Remnant  (Covenant Keepers)

• The Malachi Promise   (“Elijah” will signal Messiah’s coming)
