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In Between the Testaments
® An unrecognized phenomenon — “God-fearers”

® Wherever Jews established communities, they touched
people around them with their belief in the one true God,
the Creator of the world and the coming redeemer of Israel.

® Some people would come to faith in God and would actually

convert to Judaism. They would become practicing Jews
(proselytes)

® But many felt that they could not actually become Jews,
even though they “feared God.”



In Between the Testaments
® 1t was because of God’s work through the Diaspora of the

Jewish people that a believing Gentile populace existed
and was primed for the coming of the Jewish Messiah.

® God had moved kings and kingdoms for the coming of His
Son.

® God had used Israel’s judgment to spread His people to
all places.

® Messianic hope? Mixed, but existing.
There is always a “faithful remnant.”
